Over the 4 days of the Forum, the shores of Lake Victoria will buzz as delegates attending the conference put their heads together and discuss the role of the private sector in improving global food access and sustainable agricultural development, increasing agricultural productivity, organised agriculture, biofuels, pre and post-harvest intervention, commodities, inputs, R&D, private sector growth and investment.

The AgriBusiness Forum 2010 is hosted by the Government of the Republic of Uganda and organized in collaboration with the FAO and the Rabobank Foundation.
