The AgriBusiness Forum encourages development, innovation and entrepreneurship in the agro-food sector in Africa – participants will be eligible to enter their development project ideas for the EMRC-Rabobank Project Incubator Award. The US$15,000 grand prize will be awarded to the project proposal that best satisfies the entry criteria with a viable, dynamic project idea that uplifts and impacts their immediate community.

The organisers of the AgriBusiness Forum 2010 expect a robust pan-African turnout and are proud to bring together delegations from the diverse agricultural regions of Africa who all share the common goal of boosting  the agro-food sector across the continent.
